Jumbo Glacier Resort Lid.
VP Grant Costello is happy
with the RDEK's decision to
recommend to the province
that the Jumbo Glacier be
zoned as a resort municipal~
ity.

“We're very pleased,” said
Costello. While it may be
thought that the Jumbo pro-
ject was sidelined after the
2006 vote against the resort
municipality status, Costello
says his company has never
stopped working.

It's always been moving
forward ” he said. From
2003 up until 2007 Jumbo
Glacier Resorts was work-
ing with the Shuswap Indian
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band to reach an agreement
on the land use. The nego-
tiations were successful in
2007.

Since the vote, Costello’s
company has been work-
ing with the local Ktunaxa
band as well, who also
have to sign off on the pro-
ject before it can be
approved. Negotiations
with the Ktunaxa are still
ongoing.

Costello wanted to make
it clear that the Ktunaxa
were not the only native
band involved, as is being
reported by CBC news.

“We have to keep in mind
there’s more than the
Ktunaxa here,” he said.
“Their (the Shuswap Indian
band) role has been played
down by the media.”

Costello says the motion
being passed is a major step
towards more advance-
ment.

“This will help in that we
now have an idea of what
the local government will
be,” said Costello.

As to whether the deci-
sion is now being taken
away from the local people,
Costello says the RDEK

¢ board is made up of locally

elected members, who
voted in favour of the
motion .

“You can't get more local
than that. That was a local

decision,” he said. “The fact
that people'say this is not a
local decision is not true.”

He also says that local
input will still be involved,
as the appointed board will
be local.

“It would be totally oper-
ated by our community,”
he said.

Costello says regardless
of public input, the deci-
sion to use the lands and
ultimately decide to build
the resort has always laid
in the hands of the provin-
cial government.

“The idea that a local
region could offer those
lands and manage the pro-
cess is a fallacy” said
Costello.

Costello thanked the dir-
ectors for the difficult deci-
sion they faced.

. “It was hard for everyone
to come to this decision,”
said Costello.

While the decision may
have been hard for the
board, those against it took
it even harder.

“I was shocked and
extremely disappointed in
the failure of our directors,”
said John Bergenske, execu-
tive director of Wildsight.
He says the vote was
obviously ignoring the
overwhelming  public
opposition to the resort,
which may cause people to

loss their trust -of elected
officials.

Not only does Bergenske
think this may result in the
public further thinking pol-
iticians don't listen, he says
they believe the decision
may have been made
behind closed doors prior
to the vote.

“I've already heard that
comment many times, that
there was a fix within,” said
Bergenske.

Bergenske says of MLA
Bill Bennett’s claim that the
proposed resort would be
the greenest in the world
thatno development can be
green when it involves an
environmental impact and
displacement of wildlife he
says Jumbo will have.

He is still optimistic,
however that the develop-
ment will never happen.

“I don’t think that resort
is ever going to hit the
ground,” said Bergenske.

This recent defeat does
not mean Wildsight is back-
ing down, Bergenske says.

“It absolutely is not the
end of the fight to save
Jumbo,” he said.

Bergenske says that
Wildsight will be watching
the negotiations with the
Ktunaxa council closely, as
getting their approval is the
next step towards the
Jumbo Resort.
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
