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[image: image2.jpg]A group of cyclists will be
making its way from
Kootenay Lake to Fernie this
week and during that ride
will be utilizing the Trans
Canada Trail (TCT) sections
in the area. The objective of
the bike ride is to stimulate
community involvement in
the TCT, as development of

it has been limited in-this

part of the province.
Al Skucas, President of
Trails BC. organized the ride

from Gray Creek to Femnie
over five days, inni
Monday, August 10.

24 per cent of the route will
be paved, miostly on rural
1oads. The group will ride 13
kms on highway shoulder
and the rest of the trip will be
made on forestry roads, rural
paved roads, abandoned
logging roads, rail trails,
community trails and utility
ToWs.

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“Our view is that the
work needs to all be con-
cluded before a decision
can be made,” said
Teneese.
The Ktunaxa Nation and
the proponent, Jumbo
Glacier Resorts Ltd. were
already in negotiations
before the RDEK vote.
There are two bands con-
cerned: with Jumbo. The
Shuswap band, which still
has registered trap lines in
the area, has approved the
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Pproject in negotiations that
took place between 2003
and 2007.

The Ktunaxa Nation is
also currently involved in
negotiations and has not

approved the resort. The
Master Development plan
must be approved by both
First Nations groups.

“As the project is pres-
enfly described, we can not
support it,” said Teneese.
She was unable to com-
ment on what changes
needed to be made to the
Jumbo Resort plans, but
said that a number of con-
cemns outlined haven’t yet
been concluded.

“We're committed to a
process and we want to fin-
ish it,” said Teneese.

Wildsight  Executive
Director John Bergenske
said Friday that his organi-
zation would be watching
the negotiations closely as

they continue to campaign
to keep the Jumbo Glacier
Resort out of the Jumbo
Valley.

Jumbo Glacier Resorts
Ltd. Vice President Grant
Costello confirmed the
ongoing negotiations with
the Ktunaxa as well.

The proposed resort lies
60kmsoutsideof Invermere
B.C. The RDEK decision
comes after 20 years of
intense debate from both
sides of the issue.
