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On Day One the riders
will leave from the Gray
Creek Store on the shore
of Kootenay Lake and
will climb 4,700 ft. over 17
km. It is a steady ascent,
which is why they will
only go 17 km the first
day. They will camp at the
Oliver Lake Rec site.

On Day Two they will
make their way to the
Riverside Campground in
Kimberley, which will
take them 64 km, 13.8 of
which are paved.

On Day Three the
cyclists will begin the
journey to Mayook. They
will ride through the
Kimberley Nature Park,
along the Mark Creek
Trail. Cranbrook Mayor
Scott Manjak will greet

the riders at the Trans
Canada Pavilion in Rotary
Park  at 12:30. on
Wednesday.

On Day Four the group
will be riding 60 km to
Elko. They will traverse
the Rocky Mountain
trench from the Selkirk
Mountain side .

On Day Five their jour-
ney will end in Fernie.
They will enter the BC
Rockies via the Mount
Broadwood Nature
Conservancy and finish at
the Trans Canada Trail
Pavilion in Fernie.

They will be camping
every evening and their
gear will be brought along
in a truck so they don’t
have to carry it. Meals
will be provided, some-
times by local caterers.
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“He’s been told all along to
do certain studies, which
he’s done. The project has
been endorsed by four dif-
ferent premiers.

“It has gone through just
about every review imagin-
able, and a very strenuous
environmental assessment.
All of this work was handled
through the province. The
province has had control of
this project.”

Ogilvie also said that the
jobs created cannot be dis-
counted. “Our local econo-
my was at one time resource
based, but given the present
state of the forest industry

and construction industry,
this is a good opportunity to
put people back to work. We
have to have taxes to pay for
schools and highways.

“We are talking about a
major international resort.
We have to look at it as mak-
ing the airport project via-
ble.”

Ogilvie also believes that
rather  than  hurting
Kimberley’s ski hill by pull-
ing people away, Jumbo will
help it.

“If more people travel
through our airport to go to
the Jumbo resort then we
have a better chance of latch-
ing on to them. Certainly a
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better chance than if they
come in from the north and
drive right past three or four
other ski hills. *

“Plus Jumbo will be a dif-
ferent demographic than
Kimberley Alpine Resort.”

Ogilvie also says that peo-
ple have to remember that
Jumbo is not a pristine wil-
derness area.

“There are people in that
area all the time. And the
grizzly bear argument, well
St. Mary’s Alpine, the south
country, Elk Valley and
White Swan, those are where
the major grizzly popula-
tions are, not at the Jumbo
glacier.”
