


Taking your All Terrain Vehicle (ATV) 
into wetlands is illegal. If you see tracks 
in these sensitive areas, report them to 

your local Conservation Officer.

Stay at least 500m away from wildlife.

Several backcountry bridges were built 
for ATV use by local ATV clubs.  

Use these bridges to avoid damaging 
aquatic habitats.

Help stop the spread! Remove invasive  
weeds like knapweed from your ORV.

Watch out for wildlife who often use 
logging roads to travel across  

the landscape.

DID YOU KNOW…

in one experiment, a truck  
that drove 12m through a patch  

of knapweed picked up an  
average of  

1,644 knapweed seeds, 

after driving 1km,  
86% of the seeds 

had dropped off, contributing to  
the spread of this noxious weed.

DID YOU KNOW…

several local atv and  
snowmobile clubs conduct annual 

backcountry clean-ups and 
bridge building projects.

DID YOU KNOW…

Under the forest 
and range practices act,  

people causing damage that  
adversely affects an ecosystem,  

such as riding atv’s irresponsibly,  
will face penalties  
of up to $100,000,  

and/or one year in jail!
