Keep in mind that all this cream coloured area is going to be filled with houses. There won't be much left in the way of green belts


Sticky Note
Where does all this water come from? Is that hill currently covered in creeks?

Sticky Note
The proponents suggests it will take 24 full time staff to run the recreational facilities. That means 24 City workers at $40,000 per year = $1,000,000 per year. 

Sticky Note
We have just spent hundreds of thousands of dollars to refurbish the downtown core and make the platzl the town centre.  Now we have another town centre in competition with it.

Sticky Note
They are proposing a 100 room hotel.  The current year round occupancy rate for hotels in Kimberley is 19% and there are another 100 units coming onstream at the ski hill.  This is silly. 

Sticky Note
So there is one pub/restaurant at this level and at least another two restaurants on the upper level by the amphitheatre.  Just what the town needs, more competition for restaurants. 

Sticky Note
I wonder how much it is going to cost the City to run this lift for the toboggan hill?

Sticky Note
So this main road dumps traffic into Chapman Camp.   I wonder how much?

Sticky Note
Water, water everywhere. 

Sticky Note
Trail networks are great. How many of the people that live in the neighbourhood will walk downtown to shop?  How much will it cost the City to plow these trails in the winter?

Sticky Note
I live in North Star Subdivision on the way to the ski hill. My lot, which is about 60' x 100' is bigger than many lots in the older parts of town.  The smallest lot in Taylor's mill will be 3 times the size of mine and there will be many, many lots 10 times the size of mine. Good use of space. 

Sticky Note
Multi family and seniors housing is great. But why stick it way out here?  We have land inside the current boundaries for 3000 more housing units.  Let's build this stuff closer to the core. 

Sticky Note
Is this a swimming pool?  Wonder if its a public pool? (If it is then the City will end up running it.)

Sticky Note
Neat.  An equestrian centre.  Probably a reasonable use for the land without needing to expand the boundary's or change the OCP. I wonder if the pasture lands are irrigated? Where does all that water come from?

Sticky Note
I wonder if this is some of the old growth forest the proponent is saving?  It is good to leave some old trees standing, but a few old trees aren't an old growth forest.

Wow, there sure is a lot of water in this development. 

Sticky Note
Affordable housing is great. Going to be a long drive to stores and schools though.  Should be building this stuff closer to downtown Kimberley. 

Sticky Note
Wonder how the folks in this neighbourhood feel about this development?

Sticky Note
Aha, a second pub.  You can never have too many pubs. (unless you own one of the existing ones downtown and are struggling to get enough customers as it is.)

Sticky Note
Highway to Calgary.  The proponents market studies assume that 60% of the houses in this development will be vacation homes and sit vacant much of the time. Kind of wasteful from a greenhouse gas emissions point of view.

Gosh there's a lot of water in this development. 
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
